10. Preliminary Enrolment Overview

Y. Gong, Institutional Researcher, reported thatttiial enrolment numbers for Sept 2011 are mastly
par with last year. As of today, 4577 studentsragistered compared to 4650 in 2010. Last year, we
had a record number of students and looking baek ihe past few years, the enrolment growth has bee
significant and steady. Since 2000, UPEI has s&&%aincrease with the majority of that growthlie t
last 4 to 5 years.

The number of undergraduate students is approxiynatti¢he same level as last year. Graduate stsiden
have declined from 316 to 267, 49 students or 16&tahse over same time last year. Graduate student
enrolment however has been growing tremendously theepast few years, representing almost a 200%
increase. The decline this year can be attribtt@dhort completions and possible registrationrgnm
Registration of graduate students often occurs thtn the undergraduate class so these numbéisewil
modified over the next few weeks. This could imghet enrolment numbers in the MBA program.

International enrolment is static. There are a wit&48 registered, 5 fewer than last year, regméag
63 countries/regions. They account for 12% of ttaltstudent body.



Domestic undergraduate recruitment saw approxim#tel same number of first-year applications.

Overall, the Faculty of Science enrolment numbessup. Arts and Education enrolment numbers are
down.

Senators raised questions around the quality oftildent applications and if there was any data
available to shed some light on the caliber of sttisl entering UPEI.  The Chair asked Institutional
Reporting to come back to the next meeting of Sendth a report on the academic averages of the
incoming students.

Discussion continued around the quality of the ettiégxperience at UPEI and the need for additional
data to better inform the Senate in decision makKiig Vice President Academic responded that
additional information is available through the NESSurvey results and longitudinal work undertaken b
the MPHEC. J. Randall indicated that at a futuemtimg of Senate, once the survey results have been
received and interpreted, information will be brbuback.

11. Other Business

The Chair asked Senators how they wished to proicefdiure meetings around a question or discussion
period. The Chair committed to providing the Riesi’s Report in advance of the meeting and time
will be allotted for questions.

Senators expressed concern that some of the adiafivie processes associated with Senate could be
modified to better serve Senators, including forn@lices on election outcomes, listings of comraitte
memberships on the Senate VRE, and a dedicatedeS&ssistant position comparable to the
administrative support provided to the Board of &mers. Also, Senators noted that it would be very
helpful to have an orientation day and possiblgteeat. The Chair thanked Senators for their
observations and suggestions and will come batke&Genate with strategies to address the feedback.
